Our Acts 1:8 Challenge 
Every San Diego Baptist surrender to the Holy Spirit and become a witness to our Jerusalem (San Diego), our 

Judea (California), our Samaria (the United States), and the uttermost parts (World). Each geographical area is 

engaged simultaneously and constantly because they are of equal importance to God.

 Jesusô last command to His followers and Jesusô last 

words on earth are found in Acts 1:8: ñéYou shall be 

witnesses unto Me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and in 

Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.ò 

 Canôt get much plainer than that!  We are all 

responsible for getting the message of Christ to the community 

around our church.  But, it doesnôt stop there.  That is only the 

beginning.  We are also commanded to get the same message 

to our city, state, nation, and world.  Itôs not a ñpick your 

favoriteò assignment.  Itôs a ñdo-it-allò assignment. 

 It is certainly also a BIG assignment!  How can we as 

a churchéHow can you as an individual Christian fulfill all of 

this last command from our Lord?  If it was so important to 

Jesus as to be the last thing on His mind before He physically 

left earth, then we need to make it the first thing on our minds 

as we follow Him. 

 The Church Strengthening Team of our Association is 

partnering with the Georgia Baptist Convention to give you 

some help.  They are presenting an Acts 1:8 workshop at 

Pathways Community Church in Santee on Saturday, January 

30 from 8:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m..  Come and bring all of the 

interested persons from your church.  Regardless of their age: 

young, old, and everyone in between. 

 There will be an opening period of inspiring worship 

highlighted by a challenge message from Dr. Michael 

Gravette, the Volunteer Missions Specialist of the Georgia 

Baptist Convention, who has organized and led their Acts 1:8 

involvement in Moldova, Russia, China, France, Canada, the 

Yucatan Peninsula of Mexico, Cleveland, New York, 

Baltimore, and Atlanta. 

 Then, the whole rest of the morning will be a series of 

breakout sessions where you (and others from your church) 

will hear first-hand reports of places, people, and projects 

where you can consider taking a mission team ï or sending 

one or more persons to work with another churchôs team.  

Every person in attendance will get the opportunity to attend at 

least two breakout sessions of their choice.  Why not try to 

have at least enough attendees from your church to be able to 

get someone in every breakout session? 

 Of course, youôre not limited in your Acts 1:8 

projects or partnerships to those we present at the workshop.  

You can research and arrange your own.  But, this workshop 

will assure that everyone and every church has at least a 

couple of possibilities in front of them for their Jerusalem, 

Judea, Samaria, and the uttermost parts of the earth. 

 I hope to see every pastor and at least half a dozen 

leaders from every church at the Acts 1:8 workshop on January 

30.  It will be one of the best Saturday mornings you spend 

next year!
